Only quilted items are considered for judging. Yo-Yo quilts, crazy quilts, or cathedral windows without batting will
not be judged.

ART/EMBELLISHED QUILTS: An art quilt may be unusual ideas or concepts in quilting such as experimenting with
textile manipulation, color, and texture. An art quilt should always consist predominantly of fiber or fiber-like
materials. An embellished quilt is a variety of decorative additions to the surface of the quilt and may include prairie
points, flanges and trims. Also, crystals, beads, and buttons.
